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1. PURPOSE

In order to promote Japanese Studies overseas, this program, jointly organized by the Japan Foundation
(hereinafter referred to as “JF”) and the International Research Center for Japanese Studies, National
Institutes for the Humanities (hereinafter referred to as “Nichibunken”), provides post-doctoral researchers
in the field of Japanese Studies with opportunities to conduct research in Japan while belonging to
Nichibunken. The Fellows will also be expected to gain experience as project facilitators through operation
and management work at various meetings or workshops, and to form and expand networks with people
involved in international exchange.

2. ELIGIBLE TYPES OF RESEARCHES
Eligible research themes examine Japanese culture from an international, interdisciplinary, and
comprehensive perspective in the fields of the humanities and the social sciences.

3. EXPECTED NUMBER OF FELLOWS AND PERIOD OF STAY IN JAPAN
A few (about three) Fellows will be invited to stay continuously in Japan for from over 6 months to a

maximum of 24 months. The proposed commencement date for a Fellowship must fall between September 1,
2024 and March 1, 2025.

4. ELIGIBILITY
(1) All of the following criteria must be met:

a. Applicants must have received their Ph.D. within six years (regardless of their job status) as of
April 1, 2024;

b. Applicants must hold nationality or lawful permanent resident status in countries that have
diplomatic relations with Japan (Taiwanese applicants, including permanent resident of Taiwan,
are eligible to apply);

c. Applicants must be in good health and proficient in either Japanese or English;

d. In principle, applicants must be able to stay continuously in Japan for the term of Fellowship.

(2) Individuals meeting any of the following conditions are not eligible to apply:

a. Applicants in the natural sciences, medicine, or engineering;

Those who intend to use the Fellowship program for political or religious purposes;
Those who primarily intend to enhance Japanese-language ability or technical skills;
Those who intend to develop and/or produce Japanese-language teaching materials;

Those who intend to acquire artistic training in the area of Japanese traditional culture (tea

ceremony, flower arrangement, etc.);

f.  Those who plan to receive other grants covering expenses for travel to and accommodation in
Japan concurrently with the Fellowship;

g. Those who have been in Japan continuously for more than a year dating back from April 1, 2024;

h. Those who apply for any other grant program of the Japan Foundation, excluding the “Japan

Foundation Japanese Studies Fellowship Program [Scholars and Researchers (Long-Term)]”.

5. BENEFITS
(1) Benefits Provided Once
a. International Air Ticket: Round-trip discount economy-class airfare (the most direct route).
Fellows already in Japan before the commencement of the Fellowship will receive only a one-way
ticket for their return flight.
b. Settling-in Allowance: JPY 250,000 (In principle, this allowance is not applicable to Fellows who
are already residing in Japan on the beginning date of the Fellowship.)
c. Departure Allowance: JPY 50,000 (In principle, this allowance will not be provided to Fellows
who leave Japan after the termination of the Fellowship.)
d. Insurance: Overseas traveler's insurance policy
(2) Monthly Benefits



a. Monthly Stipend (covering living and research expenses): JPY 400,000
b. Dependent Allowance: JPY 10,000 per certified person

6. AFFILIATED INSTITUTION IN JAPAN (Nichibunken)

(1) The Fellows’ research activities in Japan will be conducted at Nichibunken as their affiliated institution
in Japan (the residential status for foreign Fellows in Japan is planned to be “Professor” throughout the
term of their Fellowship).

(2) The host advisor/research associate will be designated by Nichibunken after the selection of the
successful applicants, taking into consideration their field of expertise, research theme, and other
factors.

(3) After consultation with the host advisor/research associate at Nichibunken, Fellows may, when
necessary, engage in research activities with other research institution(s) in addition to Nichibunken.
Changing the host institution in Japan, however, is not permitted.

7. SELECTION POLICY
The following points will be emphasized in the selection process.

- The purpose and goal of research are clear, the theme of the research is appropriate, and the need to
conduct research at Nichibunken can be recognized.

- In addition to conducting their own research, all Fellows are expected to be willing to actively
participate in the planning and management of research exchange projects with other countries at
Nichibunken and to contribute concrete ideas.

- The results of the research conducted in Japan can be expected to be disseminated during and after
the Fellowship period. In addition, each Fellow is to be expected to play an important role in the
field of research exchange with Japan in the future.

8. APPLICATION PROCEDURES

applications by mail will also be accepted, applications should be submitted, in principle, by submitting the
data as email attachments.)

SELECTION PROCEDURES AND RESULTS NOTIFICATION
JF and Nichibunken will jointly screen the applicants.
(1) Preliminary round of selection: document review

a. Selection will be made based on the submitted documents.

b. Applicants who pass this preliminary round of selection will receive an email invitation to the
second round of selection by January 15, 2024.

c. Inquiries regarding the results of the preliminary round of selection will not be answered until
January 16, 2024.

(2) Second round of selection: online interview

a. Online interviews of approximately 20 minutes will be conducted in late January 2024 for those
who pass the preliminary round of selection.

b. The online interview will be conducted based on Japan time. If the interview schedule cannot be
set, the interview will be considered declined. Please note that failure to respond to the interview
during the arranged time slot may also be considered as an interview decline.

c. The results for the second round will be announced by April 1, 2024 by email.

d. Inquiries regarding the results of the second round will not be answered until April 2, 2024.

(3) Neither the reason for the results, nor the status of any application during the screening process, can be
discussed.

POINTS TO BE NOTED

(1) The Fellowships are tenable only in Japan. No extension of the duration of the Fellowship can be
allowed for any reason whatsoever.

(2) Fellows will be able to apply for accommodations at the Nichibunken House. (Move-in is not
guaranteed. JF will not provide housing referrals). Fellows will be responsible, however, for their own
housing and facility rental costs.

(3) In principle, no change in the commencement date of the Fellowship will be allowed. If Fellows must
change their commencement date due to unavoidable circumstances, they must explain the reason
beforehand and obtain the approval by both JF and Nichibunken.

(4) If a successful applicant is offered any other grant or fellowship covering expenses for travel to and
accommodation in Japan whose duration overlaps with that of JF-Nichibunken Fellowship, they must
decline either the JF-Nichibunken Fellowship or the other grant/fellowship for the overlapping period.
When applicants decide to withdraw their applications, please notify JF promptly by email at
r_info@jpf.go.jp, even if it is before you have received the screening results.

Terms of Agreement
By applying to this program, the applicant will be deemed to have agreed to the following statements:
(1) Obligations of Fellows

a. Fellows are expected to devote their full time to their research in Japan.

b. In the case of being mentioned in the media during the Fellowship period, Fellows are, in principle,
to specify that they are in Japan on a JF-Nichibunken Fellowship.

c. Fellows are to submit quarterly reports during the Fellowship period and a final project report. In
addition, Fellows are to share information on the outcome of the project, i.e., deliverables such as
books or reports, with JF and Nichibunken.

d. Committing any form of fraud with regard to JF subsidies, etc., could result in penalty measures
such as a revocation of the decision to provide Fellowships in whole or in part, the required return
of benefits including additional charges, late payment charges, suspension of the applicant's
eligibility to apply for a grant for a certain period of time, and/or other legal actions (Ref. “Act on
Regulation of Execution of Budget Pertaining to Subsidies, etc.” (Act No. 179 of 1955)).

(2) Disclosure of information on the project



a. If the project is selected, the information such as the name of the applicant/organization and the
outline of the project will be made public in JF and Nichibunken’s detailed annual reports, the
Annual Report, on the JF and Nichibunken’s website and in other public relations materials.

b. When JF receives a request for disclosure of information in accordance with the “Act on Access to
Information Held by Incorporated Administrative Agencies” (Act No. 140 of 2001), application
forms submitted to JF, except for non-disclosure information stipulated in such act, will be
disclosed.

c. There may be cases in which project reports, deliverables, and other related publications are
released to the public for JF and Nichibunken’s publicity purposes.

(3) Handling of personal information

a. Compliance with applicable laws
To the extent applicable, JF and Nichibunken will comply with the “Act on the Protection of
Personal Information” (Act No. 57 of 2003) (the “Act”), relevant cabinet and ministerial orders,
various guidelines stipulated by the Personal Information Protection Commission or other
organizations to which the Personal Information Protection Commission has delegated authority,
the “EU General Data Protection Regulation (the “GDPR”),” the Personal Information Protection
Law of the People’s Republic of China and related laws and regulations (the “Chinese Laws”), and
other laws and regulations in relation to protection of personal information in relevant countries
and regions, etc., and when handling any personal information, JF and Nichibunken will properly
collect, use and control the same.

c. Purposes of use and period of personal information

(a) Based on the consent of the applicant and his/her family members, JF will use the Personal
Information acquired from the applicant for screening, notification of screening results,
implementation of the project, post-evaluation, communication to successful applicants and
for any and all other purposes for management of applicants and successful applicants (the
“Purposes of Use”).

(b) For the proper and smooth operation of JF and Nichibunken projects, any information such as
the applicants’ names, genders, jobs, titles, affiliations, project periods, project content, etc.
will be: posted on published materials, such as JF and Nichibunken’s detailed annual reports,
the annual report and JF and Nichibunken’s website; used for preparation of statistics
materials; and used for formulation of future JF and Nichibunken projects.

(c) In addition to the information specified in (b) above, the applicants’ contact information (i.e.,
address, email address and phone number) will be used to: request the applicants to answer
questionnaires as follow-up to the project after completion thereof; provide a notice regarding
other JF and Nichibunken projects; request the applicants to provide information for
formulation of future JF and Nichibunken projects, and so on.

(d) JF and Nichibunken will handle the Personal Information of the applicants and their family
members for the period necessary to achieve the Purposes of Use stated above.

Provision of personal information

(a) JF and Nichibunken may provide the Personal Information acquired from the applicants to the
following organizations, to the minimum extent necessary. JF and Nichibunken will make
sure that the recipients take measures to ensure the security of the Personal Information.

. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan, Embassies or Consulates-General of Japan,
etc. (for arrangement of visas, handling of security control, support for project
implementation, etc.)

il. Airlines, insurance companies and the agencies thereof, etc. (for procurement of
overseas travel accident insurance, etc.)

iil. Evaluators such as outside experts, etc. (for screening, post-evaluation, etc.)

iv. News media and other organizations (for public relations for the projects)

v. Other organizations and individuals who receive the information as needed for the
projects

(b) The applicant’s medical examination results and health information may be provided to
medical institutions, medical professionals, insurance companies, organizations or individuals
who provide cooperation for training (including host families) and relevant government
agencies for immigration procedures, procurement of overseas travel insurance and claims
therefor, and health care and safety control after entry into or departure from Japan.

(c) The Personal Information acquired from the applicants may be used or provided for purposes
other than those specified in the Purposes of Use, in accordance with Article 69, Paragraph 2
of the Act, such as providing such Personal Information for administrative organs, other
incorporated administrative agencies, local public entities or local incorporated administrative
agencies (the “Administrative Organs”) as long as the Administrative Organs use the same
within the scope necessary to conduct the affairs or services prescribed by applicable laws and
regulations and where there is a reasonable ground for such use.

Cross-border transfer of personal information

(a) JF and Nichibunken may handle the Personal Information acquired from the applicants by
transferring the same to the base located in Japan (including JF headquarters and
Nichibunken) or other countries or regions for the Purposes of Use specified above. JF and
Nichibunken shall appropriately control the Personal Information in such countries or regions.

(b) In addition to the case specified in the preceding paragraph, JF and Nichibunken may provide
the Personal Information acquired from the applicants to necessary organizations or
individuals in Japan or other countries or regions for the Purposes of Use specified above as
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needed for the projects, only when the conditions stipulated in laws and regulations are
satisfied.

f.  Security control of personal information
JF and Nichibunken shall endeavor to prevent unauthorized access and leakage of the Personal
Information of the applicants by way of taking appropriate security control measures and control
means.

g. Rights pertaining to personal information of applicant
The applicant has the right to access his/her Personal Information, correct inaccurate Personal
Information, suspend the use of the Personal Information, etc., to the extent that the Act, the
GDPR, the Chinese Laws and other laws pertaining to protection of the Personal Information in
the relevant country or region apply.

h. Filing of objections against handling of personal information
In the case where the applicant is dissatisfied with the handling of the Personal Information in JF
and Nichibunken, such applicant may state his/her objections to JF and Nichibunken to the extent
permitted by the applicable laws and regulations. In accordance with the applicable laws and
regulations, the applicant may also file objections to the authority that has jurisdiction over
protection of the Personal Information in the country to which the applicant belongs.

i.  Personal information of persons involved in the project
The Personal Information of persons involved in the project other than the applicant, which is
submitted by the applicant to JF and Nichibunken, shall also be handled in the same manner as
stipulated in a. to h. above, and therefore, the applicants should provide explanations in advance to
the persons involved in the project and obtain their consent.

j-  Contact information
Please use the contact details specified in “12. Contact” for any opinions, questions, etc.
regarding any matters specified in this “Handling of personal information” section.

k.  Revocation of consent
The applicant has the right to revoke his/her consent to any matters specified in this “Handling of
personal information” section at any time. The revocation of consent does not affect the legality of
the handling of the Personal Information prior to the revocation. In addition, when the applicant
does not provide his/her consent or revokes his/her consent, such applicant may not be able to
receive necessary information and/or services from JF and Nichibunken.

(4) Response to the spread of Infectious Diseases

Depending on the spread of infectious diseases, appropriate measures may be required when

implementing a project in accordance with the regulations and instructions of the relevant authorities.

Please understand that JF and Nichibunken may unavoidably change the substance of its Fellowship or

the conditions attached, or ask Fellows to modify their plan, including their original Fellowship

commencement date, as a result of changes in circumstances that have occurred after the decision to

provide the Fellowship.

(5) Ensuring the necessary safety and security of projects

Application Summary

(1) Applicant Name, Title and Birthday: Those who have names in Chinese characters should give their
names both in Chinese characters and the Roman alphabet as shown in passport. Other candidates
should write only in the Roman alphabet. Please give the year of birth by the Gregorian calendar.

(2) Nationality and Current Residing Country/Area: List all nationalities applicants have. Residing
Country/Area should be the one of applicants’ home address, not the one of their temporary lodging.

3. Mid- to Long-Term Goals in Research and Career: Describe applicants’ mid- to long-term goal in
research and career.

4. Relevant Achievements: Give a brief bibliography (approximately 10 items), including the foundational
works and publications on research relevant to the applying project.

5. Advantage of Doing the Proposed Research Activities at Nichibunken: Describe the need and advantage
of doing research at Nichibunken (the affiliated institution in Japan).

6. Connection to Nichibunken’s International Academic Exchange: Describe the contributions your
proposed activities in Japan would make to Nichibunken’s international academic exchange. If the
applicant already have any concrete ideas for exchange activities in relation to their research in Japan,
please also provide the details of the ideas.

* Recommendation Form

(1) Applicants should ask two individuals, who are willing and competent to judge the applicant’s ability to
carry out their proposal. One should be filled out by their supervisor in their research project or by the
head/superior of their affiliated institution. The other should be filled out by a recommender from an
institution in Japan (excluding JF).

(2) Applicants should first fill in the upper boxes outlined in bold lines, and then ask each recommender to
email the signed Recommendation Form to the Japan Foundation Headquarters in Tokyo at
r_info@jpf.go.jp no later than December 1, 2023.
